
 

ACOUSTIC AWARDS 2016 

Entering the awards 

The ANC Awards recognise the projects that demonstrate acoustic excellence. Entries are open to any 

member of the ANC. 

The ANC Awards are free to enter. Entries should be submitted electronically and accompanied by a 

template entry form for each category. 

Entries should also include supporting documentation or evidence to supplement the written submission, 

such as plans or photos.  

Full submissions must be received no later than 12 midnight on Friday 13 May 2016. 

 

Terms and conditions 

 Entries must qualify for the period of eligibility as indicated (2 years prior to 30 June 2016) within 

each category judging criteria.  

 The written part of the submission should be no longer than 1000 words.  

 ANC accepts no liability for any inaccurate information contained within the submitted entry as it is 

the responsibility of the applicant to provide accurate information.  

 ANC reserves the right to use entry material submitted in published form.  

 Whilst you (or the licensors) continue to own the copyright in all works forming part of your entry, by 

submitting an entry you consent to our use of submitted photographic works in any publication, 

whether or not connected to the ANC Awards, and you now waive all moral rights in such 

photographic works. We may allow third parties (e.g. journalists) to use such works for ANC purposes. 

If a third party owns the copyright in such works, you confirm that you have obtained their consent to 

our use and a waiver of their moral rights for these purposes.  

 By entering, you agree to a representative attending the ANC Conference and Awards Dinner, in 

Birmingham on 29 June 2016. The shortlisted entrants in each category will be requested to give a 

presentation during the conference and the winners will be presented with a trophy at the Dinner. If 

no representative is available, ANC reserve the right to nominate a person to collect the award on 

your behalf.  

 The Judges’ reserve the right, without prior consent of the entrants, to move entries to different 

categories if it is appropriate.  



 

 The Judges’ decision on all shortlisted entries and winners is final and no discussion or 

correspondence will be entered in to. Please also note that it is not possible to provide individual 

feedback for entries that are not shortlisted.  

 Full submissions must be submitted no later than 13 May 2016

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FAQs 

Who can enter? 

These awards are open to all ANC member companies. You may enter more than one category. These 

awards are open to UK based or international projects. 

 

Can I still submit my entry via hard copy? 

No all entries must be submitted in electronic (pdf) format.  

 

Can I enter more than one award? 

There is no limit to the number of awards an individual is able to enter. However each entry must be 

written specifically for the category into which it is entered. 

 

Is there a charge to enter? 

There is no fee to enter the ANC Awards - so you have no excuse not to enter! 

 

Problems emailing entries? 

If you are having problems submitting your entry please try splitting the files so that the email is below 

10MB or use Dropbox or similar.  

 

When is the entry deadline? 

The closing date for submissions to the awards is Friday 13 May 2016. 

 

What are the judging criteria? 

The Awards are looking for examples of work that display innovation, and originality in acoustic design or 

approach to a particular project. The principal aim of the Awards is to recognise excellence in its broadest 

sense - they are not a 'design' competition.  

Do I have to attend the conference on 29th June? 

Shortlisted entrants will be requested to give a brief presentation during the afternoon session 

conference. The winner in each category will be announced at the Dinner. 

How can I book accommodation for the night of the awards? 

A limited number of rooms can be booked at the Crowne Plaza Hotel for £120 for B&B. These are on first 

come, first served basis so you are advised to book asap.
